JUDGING CRITERIA

· Creation of a memorable headline that ties with your visual message

· Relationship of the entry design to proper traffic safety practices

· Originality of how the idea is expressed in the design

· Creativity and its execution

· Visual impact of the design

· Relevance and creativity of headline (slogan)


POSTER DESIGN TIPS
· Less is more, be concise.

· Don't bury your message in details. 

· The most important part of your poster will be its headline.  

· Bigger font, easier to understand. Design with text in mind
· Each font has its own unique qualities, strengths and weaknesses. Each is useful for different situations. Choose your font to accentuate and easily communicate your information. Plain fonts are generally more legible. Furthermore, avoid mixing fonts. Stay within font families. If you need to differentiate, change the font size, embolden or perhaps italicize. 

· Employ design and organizational elements which attract the eye. Color, layout, graphics, etc. can all enhance your message.
