Your task is to complete an infographic which visually demonstrates your corroborating data on a subject of your choosing.
PRE-PRODUCTION:
Your project requires you to do the following:

· Determine what you want to visualize? What do you want to convey and communicate?  Choose something that 
interests you or you already have knowledge of and you will enjoy researching.

· Take a look at the following 9 traditional styles of Infographics

· Take a look at the following 7 alternative styles of infographics.
7 Alternative Infographic Styles You Should Experiment With Right Now
· Adobe Illustrator. If you need to edit photos use Photoshop to edit them and then use “Place Into” function in Illustrator. Your canvas size will vary depending on the amount of data you represent. My suggestion is to make it taller and thinner.

· Thumbnail ideas are required for this project and account for 20% of your 5 points

 PRODUCTION:
Your project requires you to do the following:

· Find relevant data to represent visually or in an infographic form. Looking for a substantial amount.
· 300 dpi in Photoshop or create in Adobe Illustrator

· Your canvas size will vary depending on the amount of data you represent. You can print poster sizes. (Maximum width is 24”)
· Confer with Mr. Juul. Make any necessary adjustments.

· Work with Mr. Juul to Print your poster. Once printed, find a suitable area to hang this up.
 POST-PRODUCTION:
· Your information needs to cite the sources from where you located it. Be sure to cite every instance of text or images you used in the making of your infographics. At the bottom of your graphic is traditionally where this is found under “SOURCES”
